Language Arts—Karen Kazemi

9th Grade: Just started reading A Long Way Gone, about a boy soldier from Sierra Leone. It is a compelling memoir about
Ishmael Beah’s experience being brainwashed and forced to be a boy soldier when his country was in the middle of a war
(1990’s). This book is another example of how intolerance, racism, prejudice, attitudes, etc., can lead to gruesome warfare. As
your child’s teacher, I hope to provide another learning opportunity where he/she will think about and be aware of global prob-
lems (ie: war) as well as continue to develop tolerance, acceptance and empathy of others despite his/her differences with the
norm of society.

8th Grade: Starting to read three books of his/her choice: Anne Frank, Zlata’s Diary or Durango Street. Two of the three
books are written in diary/journal form. I hope that your child learns that tolerance, acceptance and empathy of others is an
important quality in life. In addition, hopefully your child will continue to use paper/pencil as a way to communicate his/her
thoughts, journeys, celebrations, trials/tribulations, etc.

7th Grade: Starting to read The Diary of Anne Frank (one student will read Zlata’s Diary). Your child will get to see what
it was like for a young girl to be hiding out during WWIIL. Hopefully, your child will gain an appreciation for what it means to
have a “safe roof over his/her head”, see the value of journaling and briefly live vicariously through Anne Frank’s journal writ-
ing.

NOTE: While Karen’s LA class is finished reading The Freedom Writer’s Diary independently, her class will still be using it
throughout the year for writing, comprehension, etc. Therefore, please make sure that your child either keeps it in a memorable
spot at home or brings it back and Karen will house it somewhere so it won’t get lost.

In addition, if parents would like to donate supplies such as trail mix, cereal, pretzels, soup, etc., that would be wonderful.
